Green Screen, International Wildlife Film Festival Eckernförde once again draws an audience over 30 000 in 2017. 

September 18th, 2017 
The International Wildlife Film Festival Eckernförde, Green Screen set a new record, again! 18 100 tickets sold for the events during the five festival days from September 12th-17th. Including additional events before and after the festival, Green Screen reached more than 30 000 people this year. 

Another record was set!  More than 160 filmmakers gathered at the festival in the picturesque town Eckernförde on the Baltic Sea - producers and broadcasters of BBC, ARD, ZDF or ARTE came to exchange ideas and experience the live reaction of audiences to their programs. The industry increasingly uses the festival as a business platform and a convenient place to casually talk about future projects.

New Green Screen director, TV presenter and science journalist Dirk Steffens said: “We are happy about this positive reception. The yearly growth shows, that the interest in beautiful aesthetic films is just as much in demand as ecological, critical and investigative productions. Green Screen offers both.”

The award for Green Screen´s BEST FILM 2017 went to the Austrian Terra Mater Factual Studios Production “The Ivory Game”, a film that uncovers the illegal ivory trade in a way that goes under your skin.

The “Heinz Sielmann Filmpreis” went to a german production: “Zugvögel – Kundschafter in ferne Welten“ (Migrating Birds – Scouts of distant Worlds) A colourFIELD production for ZDF and arte.
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
